Q&A ... EACH WEEK, LOOK FOR UPCOMING QUESTIONS

AN Historic Oraan Renovation | SKinner 705 Organ restoration project. The following is
the ninth in this series.

Question: What happens if we are not able to install the
Skinner Organ?

Answer: If we are unable to restore and install the Skinner Organ, we will continue
to use our current organ, which has begun to fail significantly. This means you will
hear more audible feedback, whistles and whines, out-of-tune and missing notes,
similar to what was heard during a recent funeral, concert, and Sunday worship.
This is already happening because there are several pipes that are no longer
connected, or are dented and/or rusted, with mechanical parts failing and thereby
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increasingly unplayable. An electronic organ at a cost of $100,000 is not a viable
option since it would not use the console or organ pipes which we currently own,
and would only last 6-7 years - compared to the Skinner which will last decades. An
electronic organ was not considered a financially sound option by the Organ
Feasibility Committee or the Vestry due to the repeated cost related to its shorter
lifespan, cost to remove our current pipes and organ console, and lastly its inability
to adequately fill our worship space with a quality sound. With this deeper
understanding, and at a certain point in the nearby future, it will become too
painful to listen to the current organ and too costly to fix it, so we will need to
move to using just the piano.

EMPTIES FOR IVORIES ... It just couldn't be any easier! Rather than taking your
empty pop cans and bottles in to Kroger yourself, Liam O'Connor has agreed to take
them over to Kroger every week with all proceeds helping to support the Skinner
Organ 705 Fund. Thus far, this project has brought in over $450.00! Just bring your
cans and bottles in and put them in the bin in the corner of Yeoman Hall by the
kitchen window. Thank you, Liam, for your faithful support of this ministry!
